SECRETARY’S REPORT

This season saw a slight decrease in the number of skiffs registered. There was a total of 84
boats registered (2015/16 - 85).

The State Championships continued with the four race format at two different clubs over two
separate weekends in November. The heats were sailed at Middle Harbour and Belmont. Each
of the State Championship races attracted an average of 46 starters, an increase of around 8
boats on the previous season.

Association meetings continued to be held, generally on a monthly basis, during the season and
were mostly via Skype. Of the 10 meetings held this season, 7 were held via Skype.

With the passing of our previous Life Patron, Leslie Wilfred (“Bill”) Riley, during the 2015/16
season, Riv Robson accepted a nomination to that position at our AGM last August. Riv has
been involved with the Association in an official capacity for over 40 years, 25 of those as
Secretary and 41 as the Association Starter.

There has been continuing discussion amongst the Association Executive about the lack of fresh
volunteers for Association positions. As reported over the last two seasons, most of the current
Association officials have occupied their positions for many years and whilst they are still
happy to continue for the present time, the lack of new blood is a still concern.

As alluded to last season, boat registration fees were increased this season to provide additional
funds to be passed on to the Australian Association to assist with its operating expenses. One
of their primary expenses is the employment of a part-time person to co-ordinate the supply and
purchases of the “new generation skiffs”, monitor the updated Association website and look at
other possible marketing activities.

At this stage, there has been no further progress on centralizing much of the administration of
the Class within the Australian Association and, as such, the current three Associations will be
maintained in their current format.



Discussions are currently progressing with the Australian 16ft Skiff Association to take over
administration of the 13ft skiff class. In that regard, the Australian Association has taken the
initiative to repair the 13ft skiff mould to enable further hulls to be manufactured so that a
“package” (hull, sails and spars) can be marketed at a competitive price to help build the class.
The NSW Association has agreed to cost of repairs to the mould. Next season, it is anticipated
that the class will also be sailed at St George and also Illawarra.

1-STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The financial report is a special purpose financial report prepared in order to satisfy the financial
reporting requirements of the Associations Incorporation Act 2009 (NSW). The Committee has

determined that the Association is not a reporting entity.

The financial report has been prepared in accordance with the requirements of the Associations

Incorporation Act 2009 (NSW) and the following Australian Accounting Standards:

AASB 110 Events after the Balance Sheet Date; and
AASB 1031 Materiality.

No other applicable Accounting Standards, Australian Accounting Interpretations or other

authoritative pronouncements of the Australian Accounting Standards Board have been applied.

The financial report has been prepared on an accruals basis and is based on historic costs and does

not take into account changing money values or, except where specifically stated, current

valuations of non-current assets.

The following significant accounting policies, which are consistent with the previous period unless

otherwise stated, have been adopted in the preparation of this financial report.

(a) Non-Current Assets

The depreciable amount of all fixed (non-current) assets are depreciated over the useful lives
of the assets to the Association, commencing from the time the asset is held ready for use.

The carrying amounts of the Dumaresq Cup, Chas Wood Handicap Point Score Trophy, State
16ft Skiff Championship Trophy, Australian 16ft Skiff Championship Trophy and Australian
13ft Skiff Championship Trophy were all independently valued during the 2006/07 financial

year. The Australian 16ft Skiff Championship Trophy and the Australian 13ft Skiff

Championship Trophy are presented for events conducted by the Australian 16ft Skiff

Association but are owned by the NSW 16ft Skiff Association Inc.

The Australian 13ft Skiff Championship Trophy was originally donated to the Association by
the Manly 16ft Skiff Sailing Club. A new Australian 13ft Skiff Championship Trophy was
purchased during the 2017 year (value $238.90) and this has been disclosed as an
expense in the Profit and Loss Account. The Committee has decided that, whilst the
old Australian 13ft Skiff Championship Trophy shown on the Balance Sheet will be
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held in storage, it is redundant and its value should be reduced to $0. This impairment
has been reflected on the Balance Sheet.

(b) Income Tax

As the Association is a not-for-profit sporting body, it is exempt from income tax under
section 50-45 of the Income Tax Assessment Act 1997.

(c) Goods and Services Tax (GST)
The Association is not registered for GST.

Expenses and assets acquired are shown inclusive of any GST paid.

2 - REGISTRATION FEES

During the 2017 financial year, the NSW 16ft Skiff Association agreed to increase the registration fee
for 16ft skiffs registered at each club with a view to passing a proportion of the registration fee onto
the Australian 16ft Skiff Association (ASSA) to assist the ASSA in meeting its running costs. This
was agreed to at the NSW Association’s Annual General Meeting in August 2016, with the fee amount
and apportionment to be sent to the ASSA as follows:

The total amount collected for registration fees during the financial year was $26,765 ($26,205 for
16ft skiffs and $560 for 13ft skiffs).

The amount subsequently forwarded to the ASSA for the financial year was $22,550 (2015/16 $nil)
and this is reflected under the expense heading “ASSA Skiff Registration Fees”.

Report on the Financial Report

I have audited the accompanying financial report, being a special financial report of NSW
16ft Skiff Association Inc. (“the Association”), which comprises the balance sheet as at 31
May 2017, the profit and loss statement for the year then ended, notes comprising a summary
of significant accounting policies and other explanatory notes and the statement by members
of the committee.

TREASURER’S REPORT

The Profit and Loss Statement shows that we achieved a surplus of income over expenditure
this year of $2,531.

Our overall income shows a significant increase this year, primarily due to the increase in the
16ft skiff registration fees. The additional funds raised, however, were passed on to the
Australian 16ft Skiff Association (ASSA) to assist with payment of their operating expenses.
The ASSA in recent years has been very proactive with initiatives to try and rebuild our Class
numbers. At last year’s AGM, it was agreed that registration fees for 16ft skiffs would be
increased to help cover their increased costs and as a result $22,550 was passed on to the ASSA
for the 2016/17 season.

Income from regatta entry fees did increase this season reflecting increased numbers of entries
for interclub races. The interest received on our Term Deposit investment decreased further
this year reflecting the continuing lower interest rates that are now being paid by the banks.

On the expenses side, prizemoney and travel costs for officials both increased. This was
principally due to a slight increase in prizemoney payments for the overall State Championship
results, plus payment to the 13ft skiffs for their State Championships. The higher travel
expenses for Association officials was due to the higher number of interclub races and the travel
needs of our officials.

Last season (2015/16), the NSW Association provided a total of $50,000 to the ASSA from our
reserve funds to assist with their operating costs. The only funding provided to the ASSA in
the 2016/17 season were the funds collected as part of the increased boat registration fees. Over
the next month or so (August/September), we have agreed to commit a further $16,600 from
our reserve funds. $6,600 will be for repairs to the 13ft skiff mould and an amount of $10,000
to assist with the setting up of a “spare parts store” (ie masts, spinnaker poles, etc...). As our
reserve funds will then be reduced to around $35,000 there will only be a very limited
opportunity for the NSW Association to provide any further funding to the ASSA, other than
through the increased boat registration fees.

Nonetheless, the Association’s financial position still remains quite strong. It is expected that
we will continue to look at ways of returning some of our surplus funds to our sailors through
prizemoney and investing in the Class’ future.
